Re: Proposed Telecommuting Work Plan
With gas prices exceeding $3.50 a gallon and no end in sight to the increases I want to try and do something to help you with that burden.  To that end, I would like to propose discussion of a new system to conduct everyday business during the summer by implementing a telecommuting work process. 
The proposed plan would allow for each staff member to work from home one day each week to help save on the cost of fuel.  Each person would telecommute on a different day each week and would rotate through each work day over a period of five weeks, taking Monday off one week, Tuesday the next, etc.  

Beginning on May 5, 2008, the plan will be implemented on a trial basis during the months of May, June, July, and August.  Please take next week to talk to your members and colleagues about this plan.  If this plan is a success, I would like to consider extending it through the end of the year.

Be advised that this would not be simply a free day off.  In order to receive pay you must answer the calls that will be forwarded to your phone of choice (home or cell) and also demonstrate work activity.  Failure to answer calls or demonstrate work conducted would result in a deduction from your vacation time.  I hope that this telecommuting plan will be extremely successful and provide much- needed relief to all.
