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The Tarrance Group is pleased to present the following findings from our latest survey of likely Republican primary voters in Georgia’s Tenth Congressional District.  A telephone survey of N=400 likely primary voters was commissioned by the Paul Broun for Congress campaign.  A random sample of this type is likely to yield a margin of error of +4.9% in 95 out of 100 cases.  Responses to the survey were gathered March 11-12, 2008.

It is our considered opinion that Paul Broun is perhaps one of the safer incumbents now in Congress – at least in terms of a potential primary threat.  Despite having been elected in a special election less than one year ago, Congressman Broun enjoys strong support (71%) in a three-way contest for the Republican nomination.  Broun is well-liked by the Republican electorate and they approve of his performance at an even stronger level.

Perhaps most importantly, the re-elect score reveals that Congressman Broun has a strong base of support in his new congressional district.  At this time, it seems unlikely that Broun’s strength in the district can be overcome.  The Tarrance Group has a long history in this congressional district, having conducted the polling for Congressman Charlie Norwood during his distinguished career in Congress.
Our conclusions are based on the following findings from this latest survey among Republican primary voters in Georgia’s Tenth Congressional District:
· Ninety-four percent (94%) of the Republican electorate have already heard of Congressman Paul Broun.  This is a very high number given his short tenure in Congress, as well as the fact that many of these voters did not actually participate in the special election process last year.  Many mention that they have already been in communication with him.
Seventy-three percent (73%) of the Republican primary vote has a favorable opinion of Paul Broun and most of them feel strongly about it.  Just 9% of the GOP primary voters are unfavorable toward Broun.  That means that there are 8 voters with a positive view of Broun for every one who is unfavorable – an excellent ratio, even among Republicans.

· Even more of the Republican primary electorate approves of Broun’s performance in office.  Despite his short tenure, 75% of the GOP electorate approve of Broun’s performance and only 10% disapprove.  That leaves very little of the primary vote that has not made up its mind.
· The re-elect score reveal that Paul Broun is in solid shape this cycle – at least in terms of any primary race.  The “soft” re-elect question asks if Paul Broun deserves to be re-elected or if it is time to give a new person a chance.  The result is that 65% of Republican primary voters feel he should be re-elected and only 18% call for a new person.
· The Republican primary ballot result backs up the other findings from the survey.  Paul Broun, despite his short time period in office, is supported in the primary by 71% of the GOP electorate.  Both of his opponents appear to be on equal footing as challengers – each garnering just 11% of the primary vote.
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
